Established in the early 1960s, the programme
trained up the first generation of local social
scientists and entrenched Sociology as a
discipline in Hong Kong. In the 1980s, our
professors also played an important role in
reviving Sociology in mainland China. For the
past 30 years, the programme has committed
itself wholeheartedly to upgrading research
standards and to providing students with
excellent academic and professional social
research training.

Members of our teaching staff excel in their
fields of specialisation. Their research
interests cover a wide range of areas, such as
analysis of Chinese and other Asian societies,
social indicators in Chinese societies,
education institutions, civil society, social
networks, criminology, popular culture etc.

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What Is Sociology?

SOCIOLOGY is the study of how social factors influence
people's minds and behaviour, as well as how social
activities are organised. It helps you to understand a
social phenomenon from multiple and unexpected
perspectives.

Sociology is an interesting and practical discipline. It studies how
people around us interact - hence - the social life between family
members, friends and, in most cases, strangers. The subject of
sociological exploration includes how different kind of social
groups, organizations and institutions operate in the contemporary
world. Sociologists investigate social phenomenon through their
use of scientific research method. A crucial feature of sociology
training is to equip students the ability to analyze social issues in
critical sense.

As 19th Century sociologist Emile Durkheim put it, sociology is the
scientific study of institutions, and how social beliefs and actions
originated from them. To use your Sociological Imagination, a
concept developed by sociologist C. Wright Mills in the 1950s, is to
think about the connection between one's life, and the social
structures and processes shaping it - that could only be found in
certain moment in larger social and historical context.

Changes in technology—specifically the transition from
the analogue age to the digital age—request a new visit to
longstanding sociological questions and a comprehensive

approachto the epistemic, methodological and
normative issues of computational social science as an
emerging interdisciplinary field. This course introduces
digital forms of research that advances theories of human
behaviour by applying computational techniques to large-
scale data from social media, dynamic networks, real-time
digitised and administrative records, and social
simulations.

This course is designed to help students acquire fundamental
knowledge and skills to examine and analyze the various
environmental challenges in contemporary societies from a
sociological perspective. Recognizing that environmental problems
are often intricately connected with the conditions of societies that
it is situated in, we will explore the processes underlying social and
environmental changes as well as the consequences that those
processes may entail at national, regional, and global levels.
Substantive topics to be covered include limits of growth and
development, sustainable production and consumption, climate
change and global governance, and environmental movement. The
course also aims to promote an awareness and understanding of the
Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) framework put forward by the
United Nations in 2015 so as to facilitate a broader discussion and
reflection on how individuals and societies can work together and
find solutions to those environmental challenges.
